Additions to Campus during the session 2020-21

RUSA Infrastructural grant has been utilized to upgrade and augment the multimedia/IT facilities.
Smart Digital Podium (01), Multimedia Projectors (02), Digital Scanners (03) and Desktop
Computers (05) have been purchased from the grant.

Two 10 kVA UPS for Computer Science and Biotech Labs have also been procured from the grant.
Furthermore, a Water Cooler, Floor Scrubber Cleaner Machine, Vacuum Cleaner and a Napkin
Incinerator have been acquired from the grant.

Two new classrooms are also being constructed by utilizing the RUSA Infrastructural grant.

The PG Deptt of Computer Science enhanced the power backup facilities in two laboratories by
installing Eaton 10.0 KVA UPS. 45 new chairs were added and Zebra Blinds were installed in two
rooms. Two filing cabinets were added to the HOD room and Staff Room.

Four Sensor Sanitizer Dispensers were installed on different floors of the College in accordance
with the COVID-19 protocol and safety measures issued by the DHE/PU Chd.

Staff Washroom (men) on ground floor has been renovated.
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Guru Nanak Sacred Forest

The College had initiated a novel idea of creating
a mini forest on-campus in April 2019 with an
objective to promote a sustainable environment.
This habitation has now flourished into a
natural air-purifying dense forest with 550 trees
comprising 37 different native species of the
region planted in an area of 180 square metres. It
will help in creating 30 times more oxygen than
regular plantation and it is developing into a hub of
natural biodiversity. It is a major step in reducing
the Carbon Footprint of the region. This is a
significant contribution towards the Biodiversity
Target 2020 of the Government of India NBT
(National Biodiversity) Project which stresses on
the need to spread awareness among youth to play
a positive role for the restoration, conservation
and sustainable use of the vulnerable ecosystem.

The creation of the Sacred Forest in the College
will be of great significance towards documentation
and preservation of genetic heritage. It will involve
a study and documentation of traditional ways of
collecting and storing seeds of native species. We
need to study how tiny forest spaces can act as
safe refuges for insects, birds and other fauna that
are gradually disappearing from the ecosystem. It
will contribute towards the Environment related
policies of the Government by mobilising people
with foresight from academia, youth, government
and private agencies.

Various observations and studies are
underway on growth of the forest under different
conditions characterised as follows:

* Plants have been grouped into different layers
— shrub, sub tree, tree and canopy — in each sq.
m. Such a multi-layered dense green forest will

be maintenance free gradually
* 100% organic, zero pesticides
* Natural biodiversity habitat for pollinators
e  More CO2 absorption and sequestration
¢ SPM reduction and ground water recharge
* Soil conservation
* Regeneration of ecosystem

On Aug 17, 2020, a 3-member team from
Punjab Biodiversity Board and Punjab
State Council of Science & Technology
visited Guru Nanak Sacred Forest for advice
on further development and research related to
various native species of trees. S Satnam Singh
Ladhar and Dr Gurharminder Singh, Principal
Scientific Officer, Directorate of Environment and
Climate Change and Punjab Biodiversity Board
and Dr Sangeeta Sarangal, Scientist, Punjab
Biodiversity Board comprised the expert team. A
highly informative book Tree Directory of Punjab
prepared by Punjab Agricultural University,
Ludhiana and Punjab State Council for Science
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and Technology was gifted to the Guru Sacred
Forest Committee for reference and research.

To further the idea of ‘Environmental
Sustainability’ and ‘Heritage Preservation’,
on Aug 21, 2020, Desi Beriyan (ziziphus
sp) were planted along the boundary of
Guru Nanak Sacred Forest in order to
attract birds. 150 Beri saplings were gifted
by Beerh Mallan Society, Sri Muktsar Sahib,
Punjab. Sardar Kahan Singh Pannu, IAS,
Secretary, Department of Agriculture and
Climate Change, Government of Punjab
cum Director Mission Tandrust, Punjab
was the Chief Guest on this occasion. He is
Punjab’s crusading IAS officer who has always
been on the forefront to tackle environment
related issues and find viable solutions. He lauded
the sincere efforts of the College to contribute
towards re-establishing cultural-ecological loss.
The planting of ‘desi beris’ is an appreciable
outreach Programme of the College that aims to
spread awareness among the youth regarding the
importance of dwindling Native species peculiar to
their region, their cultural, heritage, traditional
and religious significance which was ignored in the
race for modernisation. The severe consequence of
this neglect has led to global suffering today. He
further appreciated that this College is the only
educational Institute of the region to have initiated
a novel idea of creating a micro forest on-campus

in an area of 180 sq. yards with an objective to
promote sustainable environment.

The Beerh Mallan Society, Sri Muktsar Sahib,
instrumental in promotion and propagation of
indigenous species, gifted 150 saplings of ‘desi
beriyan’ to the College Principal S Charanjit
Singh. Ms Pummy Sidhu, a renowned creative
artist and former Archivist, Department of
Archives, Punjab represented the Mallan Society.
The saplings were gifted to various other
Educational Institutes by the Principal and
Organising team as part of the Community
Outreach Programme of the College. These
include Guru Gobind Singh College for Women,
Chandigarh; Sri Guru Gobind Singh College of
Pharmacy, Chandigarh; Sri Guru Gobind Singh
Collegiate Public School, Chandigarh; Sikh
National College, Banga, Punjab and Panjab
University, Chandigarh. Saplings were also gifted
to Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh. Members
of Sikh Educational Society, Faculty members
and students of the College received some ‘beri’
saplings.

This occasion was dedicated to the 400th
Birth Anniversary of Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur
Ji. The Sikh tradition of ‘Seva’, service
to community, is the prime motivator for
ecological activism and is the basis for many
of the successful efforts of Sri Guru Gobind
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Singh College. A Heritage Wall with quotes
related to ecology from Gurbaani was
created in the Guru Nanak Sacred Forest.

On September 25, 2020, the Coordinators of
Guru Nanak Sacred Forest, Dr Amandeep
Kaur and Dr Navjot Kaur, were invited by S
Damanbir Singh Jaspal, Senior IAS Officer
of Punjab, former Head of Department of
Forests, Punjab, an eminent scholar and
academician, to visit the Museum of Trees
established by him in Chandigarh. It is a
unique project that seekstopromote environmental
“Action through Awareness and Education”. He
has identified various Sikh shrines named after
species of trees; a fact singularly unique to Sikh
religion. He gifted his book Tryst with Trees:
Punjab’s Sacred Heritage for Guru Nanak Sacred
Forest collection.

Bhai Kahan Singh Nabha Library is housed on
two floors and a meticulous effort is made every
year to upgrade the existing resources. The library
has an exclusive section for the postgraduate
departments and a large collection of religious
writings and reference material related to the
Centre for Sikh Religious and Cultural Studies.
A broadband Internet facility is also available for
the staff.

The College library uses SLIM21, a user-friendly
software for library automation. WEBOPAC
[Online Public Access Catalogue] is available to
facilitate online access to the library collection.
N-List e-resources are available for access to the
teaching staff and 10 computers with Internet
facility have been allocated for the faculty members
for easy access to electronic resources (6000+
e-journals and 13500+ e-books). The College
library has subscribed to the DELNET (Developing
Library Network) database to promote resource
sharing with other libraries. The special collection
of the library includes Result Gazettes of PU
Exams, Newspaper Clipping Service, Employment
Alerts and a Book Bank. Newspaper clippings of
all the events are uploaded and updated regularly
under the College News Section in the Library Blog
for swift access of record of all College activities
carried throughout the year.

Book Bank facility has been created for the
students belonging to economically weaker

families. This is a small step towards empowering
such students. The staff members and students
donate old and unused subject books. The library
preserves and circulates these books to needy
students. Currently, the library has a collection of
2040 books in the Book Bank.

Braille Corner: A separate Braille corner has
been established in the College library for visually
challenged students. The library provides a
unique facility of Lex Instant Reader and Scanner
software, designed specifically for blind users for
quick and easy reading of digital documents. With
a scanning speed of 20 pages per minute, it comes
with 10 vocalizer voices including Indian Voice
Sangeeta.

Dr Anita Chhatwal, Librarian along with her
team manages the library efficiently.

College Hostel

The College started its first on-campus facility
with accommodation for about 88 students
housed in 26 rooms in 1993-1994. Presently, the
College has a boys’ hostel with 73 rooms that can
accommodate about 275 students on campus.
Amenities like a separate Warden Office, Waiting
Room, Study Room, Fitness Centre, Indoor Games,
Guest Room, LCD TV, 24*7 Power Backup, Wi-
Fi Connectivity, Water Coolers along with ROs,
and Geysers are some of the basic features of the

hostel. Fire Extinguishers along with water pipes
are also installed in the hostel to avoid any fire
incident. For safety and security, an e-surveillance
facility is also made available. Periodic renovation
of the hostel is undertaken to ensure good comfort
and hygiene for the students. Dr Parminder
Singh (Deptt of History) is the Hostel Warden.

Accommodation for girl students is provided in
the Girls’ Hostel of GGSCW 26 Chd situated on
the same campus. There are 138 rooms that can
accommodate 361 students. Dr Harmeet Kaur
(PG Deptt of Commerce) is the Hostel Incharge.

National Skills
Framework (NSQF)

NSQF is a nationally integrated education and
competency-based framework under UGC that
enables candidates to acquire desired competency
levels. This framework is based on an outcome-
based approach, that will provide multiple
pathways for linking one level of learning to
another higher level. NSQF enables a candidate
to acquire desired competency levels, and provide
opportunities to promote lifelong learning and
skill development. The minimum requirement of
these courses is 10+2.

Qualifications
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NSQF has been set up in the College since
June 2020 to promote lifelong learning and
skill development in order to meet the market
requirements. Dr Pushpinder Kaur (PG Deptt
of Chemistry) is the Nodal Officer of NSQF.

The College applied for 4 skill-based courses
-Entrepreneurship, Media & Entertainment, IT
sector, and Journalism & Mass Communication
and got approval for all 4 courses from UGC. In
the current session, Diploma in Journalism
and Mass Communication (01 unit, 25 seats)

has been introduced on self-finance basis and is
affiliated to PU Chd.

Activities held under NSQF:

. An online workshop and hands-on
training on ‘Debunking Fake News: Using
Tools for Checking and Detecting Fake
News’ was organised in collaboration with UGC
Cell on Jan 28, 2021. Ms Rachna Kasana, Head,
Deptt of Journalism & Mass communication,
DAV Centenary College, Faridabad was the
Resource Person. She made the students aware
of the fatal effects of fake stories which may lead
to mob lynching or loss of life. The workshop was
attended by 62 faculty members and students,
who had hands-on experience of various tools &
techniques to debunk the fake stories.

During the session 2020-21, 95
students applied for scholarships through the
National Scholarship Portal, 09 students applied
through the OSMS Manipur Portal, and several
students applied for scholarships under their
respective state schemes.

They guide the students about the
optimum use of the various scholarship schemes
that are available.

Concession as per Fee Concession Policy of the
College.

Dean College Development Council
(DCDC)

The office of the Dean College Development
Council (DCDC), PU Chd acts as an intermediary
between the University and its affiliated colleges.
Affiliations and new faculty appointments in the
affiliated colleges are made through this office.
Information about the same is also uploaded on
the University’s DCDC website. The DCDC plans
for the integrated development of the affiliated
colleges and provides them the required help
and guidance. The office of the DCDC, PU Chd
arranges scholarships for the deserving students
every year and also provides financial support to
the colleges to organise seminars/conferences/
workshops/symposiums, etc. Ms Khushwant
Kaur (PG Deptt of Computer Science) is the
Nodal Officer.

Dean Student Welfare (DSW)

The office of the DSW plays a crucial role in
mobilizing and guiding the College students.
