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Guru Nanak Sacred Forest — A Mini Urban Forest with Native Species

Sri Guru Gobind Singh College had initiated a novel
idea of creating a mini-urban forest on Campus in
April 2019 with an objective to promote a sustainable
environment. This habitation has now flourished
into a natural air-purifying dense forest with 550
trees comprising 49 different native species of the
region planted in an area of 180 square metres. With
the creation of the mini-urban forest, the College has
madeanicheinthefield of environment sustainability,
biodiversity conservation and preservation of genetic
heritage. This tiny forest space is acting as a safe
refuge for insects, birds and other fauna that are
gradually disappearing from the ecosystem and is
a major step in reducing the Carbon Footprint of
the region. An Observation and Research Centre in
the forest area facilitates research by the students
and faculty, on the potential of native species for
Sustainable Development. Sacred and Healing herbs
have been planted in the adjoining area named
Balihari Kudrat. Various Compaigns, Workshops,
Nature Trails and events promoting awareness

about environmental sustainability are organised in
collaboration with several Government Bodies.

GNSF Committee members are involved in
writing and presenting related Research
Papers/Projects:
