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The life of the third Guru, Sri Guru Amar Das ji, stands as a unique example of service, devotion, love, humility and unwavering faith. As stated by Bhatt Kirat,
I HTE A o e IET I s Hig g It & A, the glory of Sri Guru Amar Das ji is beyond description. Renowned for his steadfastness amidst worldly trials, Sri Guru
Amar Dasji's characterislikened to Parbat Meran (Mount Meran) by Rai Balwand and Satta Doom, eminent bards of his court.

Born on May 5, 1479, at Basarke to Mata Sulakhni ji and Baba Tej Bhan ji, Sri Guru Amar Das ji married Mansa Devi daughter of Devi Chand, with whom he had two
sons, Bhai Mohan and Bhai Mohri, and two daughters, Bibi Dani and Bibi Bhani ji. Listening to the bani of Sri Guru Angad Dev ji recited by Bibi Amro ji, daughter of
Guru Angad Dev ji and daughter-in-law of Guru Amar Das ji, awakened a deep longing in him to meet Guru Angad Dev ji. Serving Guru Angad Dev ji at Khadoor
Sahib for 12 years, Guru Amar Dasji's seva and simran led to spiritual enlightenment. Recognising his divinity, Sri Guru Angad Dev ji appointed him as his successor. As
Guru, he established Goindwal Sahib as the centre of preaching. Sri Guru Amar Das ji passed away in 1574 at the age of 95 to attain eternal union with the Akal Purakh.

According to Guru Sahib, through selfless service,
the heart becomes purified, ego is removed and the name of God is instilled in the
mind. Pleased with Guru Amar Das ji's multifarious services, Guru Angad Dev ji
honoured him by making him a worthy recipient of divine blessings to continue
the tradition of Guru Nanak's path and bestowed Guruship upon him.

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As the next step in establishing urban and commercial centres, at the behest of
Sri Guru Amar Das ji, Sri Guru Ram Das ji established Guru ka Chak at a scenic
site between Ravi and Beas rivers, surrounded by dense forests. The foundation
of this city was marked by the construction of a sarovar (the holy water tank).
Under the guidance of Sri Guru Amar Das ji, his disciples Bhai Salo, Bhai
Chandar Bhan, Bhai Roop Ram and Bhai Guriya settled individuals practicing
52 different trades in Guru Ka Chak. As devotees visited to seek the darshan
(glimpse) of Guru Ram Das ji, it came to be known as Ram Das Pur which later
developed as Amritsar. Finally, Sri Guru Arjan Dev Ji established the Darbar
Sahib at this place and organised the first installation of Sri Guru Granth Sahib.
